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INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO SEARCH FOR NUMBER OF CASES 
 

How to Search for Number of Cases 
1. Click “ View Top 10 diseases” under the ICD-10 Registry 
 

 
 
2. Click “Search” 
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3. Type the “ICD No.” of the disease you are searching 
 

 
 
4. If you don’t know the ICD no. of the disease you are searching click  
     “Search for Disease and its ICD no.” and you will be directed to the WHO ICD-10 online site. 
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5. Type the disease on the textbox and click “OK” 
 

 
 
6. Copy the ICD no. of the disease you are searching 
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7. Click the back button of your browser TWICE to go back to the search page of the PPS 

registry and choose from Age, Sex, Outcome, Limits of dates, Chapter and hospital. The 
default is ALL.
